Intiutively, you know that your plants obtain their 

nutrients when you water, but have you ever stopped to think about how that works?  Or how to make your watering more effective?   

This month weôll learn more about ideal pH, dissolved solids, temperature and frequency of watering.  Weôll also talk about how fertil-

izer and other additives factor into the mix.  This program will include both a presentation and some hands on learning about the water 

you actually use on your orchids. Members are encouraged to bring in a sample of their water for testing.  So bring the water you 

actually use, straight out of the tap, hose or bucket.
